HISTORY OF EAST ASIA

HIGR 210. Historical Scholarship on Modern Chinese History

P. Pickowicz

This historiography seminar looks at important scholarship (classics as well as new work) on
modern Chinese history (19th and 20th centuries).

HIGR 217A. Historical Scholarship on PreModern China: Foundations - China Before
Buddhism

S. Schneewind

Ancient society differed dramatically from the imperial, bureaucratic, commercial, Buddhist

China of later times. Yet the texts and artifacts of antiquity echoed powerfully through the

centuries. We will study foundational texts, practices and objects in their own and later contexts.

HIGR 213. Sources on Modern Chinese History

J. Esherick

An introduction to Chinese documentary sources and collections on Qing and Republican History.
This course will introduce students to the language of Qing documents, and to the contents and uses
of imperial documents and archives, documentary collections, periodicals, gazetteers, etc.

HIGR 216A. Research Seminar in Modern Japanese History

T. Fujitani

A two-quarter research seminar in Japanese history. A paper, based on original research, will be due
in the second quarter. Seminar topics will vary. Reading knowledge of Japanese is expected. An IP
grade will be awarded at the end of the first quarter. Final grade will not be given until the end of
the second quarter.

HISTORY OF EUROPE

HIGR 220. Historical Scholarship on European History, 150001715

J. Marino

Introduction to the historiography on Renaissance, Reformation, and early modern Europe: an
overview of methodologies with emphasis on sources and critical approaches. Required for all
beginning European history graduate students.

HIGR 231A. Research Seminar in Modern European Intellectual and Cultural History

F. Biess

Selected topics in the period of the nineteenth and twentieth centuries. An IP grade will be awarded at
the end of the first quarter. Final grade will not be given until the end of the second quarter.
Prerequisite: 2314 is a prerequisite for 231B.



HISTORY OF LATIN AMERICA

HIGR 245A. Historical Scholarship on Latin American History

E.Meade

Introduction to the literature of Latin American history. A three-quarter sequence of readings and
discussions taught each quarter by members of the staff. Required for all beginning students for a
graduate degree specializing in Latin American history; open and strongly recommended to other
students using Latin American history as a secondary field for a graduate degree. HIGR 245A
covers the colonial period, from conquest to independence to today; HIGR 245B covers South
America from independence to today; HIGR 245C covers Mexico, Cuba, and Central America
from independence to today. The three quarters need not be taken in sequence. Reading
knowledge of Spanish is required.

HILA 263. The History of Chile, 1880DbPreserit

M. Monteon

The course surveys Chile’s basic developments beginning with the era of nitrate exports. Students
will have the opportunity to address a specific issue of his/her own choosing and develop the
topic for class presentation and a final paper. Graduate students are expected to submit a more
substantial piece of work.

HINE 261. Seminar in the Hebrew Bible*

D.N. Freedman

Systematic reading and rendering of the books of the Hebrew Bible in order. Each time the class
is taught, we will look at a different book. Adequate knowledge of Biblical Hebrew is required.

HINE 286. Special Topics in Middle Eastern History*

M. Provence

Focused study of historical roots of contemporary problems in the Middle East: Islamic
modernism and Islamist movements; contacts with the West; ethnic and religious minorities; role
of the military; economic resources and development. Department stamp and permission of
Instructor.

HISTORY OF SCIENCE

HIGR 235. Science, Empire and Exploration

N. Oreskes

Examines links between scientific work, particularly expeditions and exploration, and political
programs of empire in the 17-20th centuries. Topics: collecting expeditions as expressions of
empire; role of colonial administrative networks in facilitating field-based investigations; relation
between European and non-European knowledge systems.



HIGR 238. Introduction to Science Studies

R. Westman

Study and discussion of classic work in history of science, sociology of science and philosophy of
science, and of work that attempts to develop a unified science studies approach. Required for all
students in the Science Studies Program. Cross-listed as Communication 225A, Philosophy
209A, and Sociology 255A. Prerequisite: enrollment in Science Studies Program.

HIGR 240. Colloguium in Science Studies

S. Epstein

A forum for the presentation and discussion of research in progress in science studies, by
graduate students, faculty, and visitors. Required for all students in the Science Studies Program.
May be repeated as course content changes annually. Cross-listed as Communication 225C,
Philosophy 209C, and Sociology 255C.  Prerequisite: enrollment in the Science Studies
Program.

HISTORY OF THE UNITED STATES

HIGR 265A. Historical Scholarship on American History

Staff

A three-quarter sequence of readings and discussions on the bibliographical and monographic
literature of American history from the colonial period to the present. Taught by different
members of the staff each quarter, the course is required of all beginning graduate students in
American history.

HIUS 267. Topics in Mexican-American History*

D. Gutierrez

This colloquium studies the racial representation of Mexican Americans in the United States from
the nineteenth century to the present, examining critically the theories and methods of the
humanities and social sciences.

HIUS 273. Topics in American WomenOs History

R. Plant

The specific content of the course will vary from year to year but will always analyze in depth a
limited number of issues in American women'’s history. Special topics.

HISTORY TOPICS

HIGR 200. History and Social Theory

J. Prestholdt

A weekly reading/writing seminar. Themes include historical sociology and large-scale history,
interdisciplinary approaches to history (anthropological, psychoanalytic, etc.), and historical
method. Students from all fields welcome, though emphasis primarily on early modern period
(1500-1800).

HITO 272. War inthe Twentieth Century

J. Hughes

Reckonings by novelists, essayists, and biographers with the phenomenon of contemporary warfare
as an unprecedented experience and an abiding threat.

HIGR 215A. Research Seminar in Modern Chinese History

P.Pickowicz

A two-quarter research seminar in Chinese history. A paper, based on original research, will be
due in the second quarter. Seminar topics will vary. Reading knowledge of Chinese is expected.
An IP grade will be awarded at the end of the first quarter. Final grade will not be given until the
end of the second quarter.

HIGR 216B. Research Seminar in Modern Japanese History

A two-quarter research seminar in Japanese history. A paper, based on original research, will be
due in the second quarter. Seminar topics will vary. Reading knowledge of Japanese is expected.
An IP grade will be awarded at the end of the first quarter. Final grade will not be given until the
end of the second quarter. Prerequisite: 2164 is a prerequisite for 216B.

HIGR 217B. Historical Scholarship on Pre-Modern China: ChineseHistory and Society
During the Han through Song Dynasties

S. Cahill

This course introduces history and society during the Chinese Middle Ages (c. 200 BCE - 1200
CE): the Han Dynasty; the long period of conflict and creativity known as the Six Dynasties;
reunification under the Tang dynasty, China's “golden age;” and the Song rennaissance in
intellectual life and institutions. Topics include the birth and development of Buddhism and
Daoism, the international culture of the Silk Road, and political and cultural systems that resonate
even today.

HIEA 271. Society and Culture in Premodern China®

W. Lu

Explores premodern Chinese society and culture through the reading and discussion of classics
and masterpieces in history. Examines how values and ideas were represented in the texts and
how they differed, developed, or shifted over time.

HISTORY OF EUROPE

HIEU 263. Special Topics in Medieval History: Ritual and Power in Byzantiurf

K. Ringrose

Intensive study of special problems or periods in the history of medieval Europe. Topics vary from
year to year, and students may therefore repeat the course for credit.

HIGR 242. Topics in the History of Earth and Life Sciences

N. Oreskes

Intensive study of specific problems in the history of the life sciences and earth sciences, ranging
in period from the Renaissance to the 21st century. May be repeated for credit as topics will vary
annually.

HISC 266. The Galileo Affair*

R. Westman

Galileo’s condemnation by the Catholic Church in 1633 is a well-known but misunderstood
episode. Was Galileo punished for holding dangerous scientific views? Personal arrogance?
Disobedience? Religious transgressions? Readings in original sources, recent historical
interpretations.

HISTORY OF THE UNITED STATES

HIGR 265B. Historical Scholarship on American History

R. Klein

A three-quarter sequence of readings and discussions on the bibliographical and monographic
literature of American history from the colonial period to the present. Taught by different
members of the staff each quarter, the course is required of all beginning graduate students in
American history.



HIGR 267A. Research Seminar in U.S. History

D. Gutierrez

This course will focus on the study of critical historical practice and the design of a research
project in an area of the student's choice. Topics vary from year to year, and students may
therefore repeat the course for credit. All U.S. field students who have not fulfilled their
requirement of two research seminars are required to take this two-sequence seminar.

HIGR 271. New Research Directions in U.S. History

Staff

This course is intended to introduce graduate students to the ongoing work of faculty, senior
graduate students, and occasional visitors, who are working in the area of United States history.
The class will normally meet every week throughout the quarter to discuss a particular book or
dissertation chapter, draft journal article, or prospective conference paper. The piece under
discussion will be distributed beforehand; the author will introduce it at the beginning of class;
and the seminar will then discuss the work. Attendance is compulsory for third year students.
Students in first and second years will be strongly advised to attend selected seminar sessions
whenever possible. This course may be repeated as the content changes every quarter.

HIUS 268. Race, Resistance, and Cultural Politics

L. Alvarez

The course investigates race, resistance, and culture in the U.S. since the late 19th century. It
interrogates how working-class whites, African Americans, Latinos, Asian Americans, and others
have simultaneously challenged, shaped, and assimilated into U.S. society.

HIUS 282. Topics in Intellectual History: Politics and Culture in the U.S. 17761860
W.Weeks

Cultural and political construction of the American nation. Topics include: how citizenship and
national community were imagined and contested; importance of class, gender, and race in the
nation’s public sphere; debates over slavery expansion and democracy in defining national

purpose.

HISTORY TOPICS

HITO 211. Marxian Theory

M. Bernstein

A survey and examination of the principal writings of Marx concerning economic theory and
analysis. Emphasis on the theory of value, production, technical change, reproduction and
accumulation. Some consideration will also be made of certain neo-Marxist contributions and
critiques.

HIEA 264. Seminar in Late Imperial Chinese History

Special topics in late Imperial Chinese history. Topics will vary from year to year. Requirements
will vary for M.A. and Ph.D. students. Graduate students may be expected to submit a more
substantial piece of work. Prerequisite: upper-division standing or consent of instructor. +

HIEA 260. Colloquium in Modern Japanese History*

Staff

This colloquium examines controversial domestic and international issues in Japanese history from
1850 to recent times. Topics will vary from year to year.

HIGR 215B. Research Seminar in Modern Chinese History

A two-quarter research seminar in Chinese history. A paper, based on original research, will be
due in the second quarter. Seminar topics will vary. Reading knowledge of Chinese is expected.

Required for all students in the Science
Studies Program. May be repeated as course content changes annually. Prerequisite: enrollment
in Science Studies Program.

HIGR 240. Colloguium in Science Studies

S. Epstein

Cross-listed as COMM 225C, PHIL 209C, and SOC 255C. A forum for the presentation and
discussion of research in progress in science studies, by graduate students, faculty, and visitors.
Required for all students in the Science Studies Program. May be repeated as a course, content
changes annually.

HISC 270. Topics in the History of Science and Technology

T. Golan

This seminar explores topics at the interface of science, technology, and society, ranging from the
seventeenth century to the twentieth. Requirements will vary for undergraduate, M.A., and Ph.D.
students. Graduate students are required to submit an additional paper. Prerequisite: upper-
division standing or consent of instructor.

HIGR 265C. Historical Scholarship on American History

A three-quarter sequence of readings and discussions on the bibliographical and monographic
literature of American history from the colonial period to the present. Taught by different
members of the staff each quarter, the course is required of all beginning graduate students in
American history.



HIGR 267B. Research Seminar in U.S. History

This seminar is a continuation of HIGR 265A. In this course, students will complete and present
the research papers designed in the previous seminar. Topics vary from year to year.

HIGR 271. New Research Directions in U.S. History

Students will develop skills in presenting and assessing new research and offering feedback to
work in progress by senior students and faculty. Course is required to be taken twice by third-year
students and highly recommended for audit by all students in U.S. History. (S/U grades only.)

This seminar will explore the histories of sexual relations, politics, and cultures that both cross
and define racial boundaries in the nineteenth and twentieth centuries. Reading will focus on the
United States as well as take up studies sited in Canada and Latin America. Graduate students are
expected to submit a more substantial piece of work. Prerequisite: upper-division standing or
consent of instructor.
